Space News

In the past few days, the James Webb Space Telescope accidentally found an asteroid, it
being the smallest object to date that it has ever detected.

The asteroid is about 100-200m across making it about the size of the Rome Colosseum
making it the smallest object ever detected by JWST.

The data for this discovery is from the calibration of the Mid-InfraRed Instrument on the
telescope in which the asteroid was caught accidentally. You can check it out in this video!
